a.  Area 1 Vice D – Missy Griffiths

I would first like to thank all chapters within Area 1 for their continued dedication, hard work, and support of our veterans, communities, and fellow Riders. It has been great seeing the continued involvement and teamwork throughout the area.
Many chapters have remained active with community outreach, fundraising efforts, memorial events, and support for local veterans and military families. The dedication shown by our members continues to reflect the true mission and values of the American Legion Riders.
Communication between chapters has continued to improve, and I encourage everyone to keep sharing events, ideas, and successes so we can continue supporting one another throughout Area 1.
Alternates have also been assigned a couple of chapters each to support and report back to the Area Vice Director in an effort to improve communication, chapter involvement, and support throughout Area 1.
Has is currently on his way back from the “Run to the Wall” in Washington, D.C. We appreciate the dedication and commitment shown in representing our Riders and veterans during this important event.

Chapter 92 will be hosting their 3rd Annual George Steel Memorial Boettger Run on Saturday, June 20, 2026. Registration begins at 9:00 AM with kickstands up at 10:00 AM. The ride will cover approximately 145 miles. Cost is $40 per rider or $35 with pre-registration.
Memorial Weekend members also volunteered at the Warm Burning Golf Tournament on 5/23/26 and attended Memorial Day ceremonies in support of honoring our veterans and community.

Chapter 111 participated in three Memorial Day ceremonies in Geyserville, Healdsburg, and Windsor. The chapter also recently held officer elections, and Tom Dewitt will serve as the new Director.

Chapter 119 continues to show strong community support with their upcoming poker run and participation in placing flags for Memorial Day ceremonies honoring our veterans.

Chapter 673 recently completed their 2nd Annual Tri Tip Drive-Through Dinner as well as participation in the Durham May Day Parade and Picnic. Both events were very successful. During the parade, Chapter 673 was placed second behind the Color Guard. When they reached the point in the parade where the Color Guard halted and the National Anthem was about to be played, the Riders shut off their engines to allow everyone to hear the anthem clearly. Last year, engine noise made the anthem difficult to hear even though the motorcycles were farther back in the lineup.
Members of Chapter 673 continue participating in Patriot Guard Riders missions, and several attended recent bike inspections required for blocker certification. Post 673 traditionally goes dark from June through September due to local work schedules preventing enough attendance to establish quorum during the summer months.
Upcoming events for Chapter 673 include helping staff a Post 673 sponsored blood drive on August 9th, participating in the Eagle Riders Car Show on August 14th and 15th, and possible attendance at the Clear Lake Post and Chapter 437 Car and Bike Show on August 15th. In September, Chapter 673 plans to host an ice cream social and later this autumn will host motorcycle safety training.
Chapter 673 has also been working on a sign to be mounted along the southern approach of Veterans Memorial Drive leading into the Veterans Cemetery in Igo. The sign is expected to be completed in June.

Chapter 795 is still finding its place. There had been questions regarding the chapter’s future due to some concerns involving Post 795 and boundary issues with Unit 795. It appears many of those concerns are being worked through.
Director Antonio Alers was elected 1st Vice Commander of the Post and is working to help ensure everything moves forward properly and professionally.
I delivered Chapter 795’s charter a couple of weeks ago and had the opportunity to speak with 1st Vice Director John Cikuth. He shared that the chapter is exploring possibilities for hosting a poker run sometime later this year.

Chapter 95 in Oroville is currently preparing for their “Red, White & Bikes” Bike Show being held July 11th from 10:00 AM to 3:00 PM. There is still time to register your bike and come enjoy everything the event has to offer for the motorcycle community and our veterans. Kids are welcome, and the chapter looks forward to seeing everyone there for a great community event.
Several members of Chapter 95 also continue to work hard supporting the Honor Guard and assisting with veteran services and ceremonies throughout the community.

Chapter 210 has been busy participating in parades and continuing support of their Honor Guard. Chapter 210 has also graciously offered to host the Area 1 meeting on August 29th at their hall. Lunch will be provided for a donation, followed by a ride with Area 1 Riders after the meeting. Thank you to Chapter 210 for your hospitality and support.

g. Quartermaster – Darin Griswald- 

My first month on the job as Quartermaster was a busy one. It began with meeting with Mike Phillips, the past Quartermaster, and conducting a full inventory of products as well as learning how to navigate the ALR DOC Store site. All products have been transferred into my care and are ready to ship once a fillable order is received. 

Store Activity: 
Since the last report, the ALR Store has had 20 orders: 
5 “COMPLETED” as shipment delivered 
1 Cancelled and re-ordered due to total invoice amount exceeding our $999 limit. 
5 “INVOICED” but not yet paid. 
3 “PMT REC” 
1 “IN PROCESS” while we wait for patches to be produced. 
 5 “SHIPPED” and in transit 

A total of 56 items were ordered from the store, generating a total invoiced amount of $5,176.85. 

Quartermaster Activities: 
Prior to my appointment as Quartermaster, a new vendor was identified for our berets. An order was placed and was delivered to Mike Phillips, who then sewed on the small patches. An order of small patches also had to be made and those too were delivered to Mike. Our new beret vendor is charging less for each unit than our previous vendor, so it was decided to reduce our selling price to reflect the savings. Going forward, each beret (both black and white) will be listed for $30.00, down from $39.95. 
I noticed that the PayPal button in the ALR DOC Store was not appearing after being invoiced, so I contacted our webmaster and he was able to fix it. Invoices are also not being emailed automatically, so I am sending those manually for now. It is unknown if this is something we can fix. 
There were also a couple of pictures missing from the order page - the Squadron Back Patch and the small version of the patch. I uploaded a new picture into the website and the webmaster has updated the page and now a picture appears next to each item. 
After speaking with “Patch”, our vendor for back patches, I made another request to our webmaster to add a second Tracking # field on the order screen. This will allow orders that contain both patches (that he supplies) and ALR products (that I supply) to have their separate tracking numbers entered. This will help POCs track each order and not just whichever one ships first. This addition should be completed soon. 
In reviewing the Shipped orders within the system, I noticed that many were several months old. I reached out to each POC that placed the order to confirm that the shipment was received and then changed those orders to “Completed”. Going forward, I will be able log into our shipping service to track all shipments I send out. 
I created a flier (attached) that shows the products that our ALR DOC Store offers to our Chapters and Riders. If possible, I would like it to be distributed to each Chapter’s POC. I will also add one to each shipment I send out and bring copies to all ALR events I attend. A little promoting of the products we sell will hopefully increase sales activity. I suspect a lot of people aren’t aware of the shirts and hoodies we offer. 
If it is possible, I would like to see the ability of any Rider to place an order on their own. I suspect this will require a bit of work by our Treasurer and webmaster, so it is a long-term goal at best. 
There are some other products I am looking into that may be of interest to our Riders, most of which are still in the research phase, but one I would like to discuss at the meeting is riding vests that our Riders can purchase at a discount. I’m not sure if we can offer them within the ALR DOC Store, but at the very least we may want to promote the deal being offered to our Riders. With permission, I can go into more detail at the meeting.
